Guidelines for 
Fourth and Fifth Grade Classroom Teachers

► Each Teacher should select one representative per class (i.e.  if your school has 2 fourth grade classes and 3 fifth grade classes, you would send 5 children; 2 fourth graders and 3 fifth graders) and 3 alternates per school may also be designated.  
► The students may be selected by any method you desire.  You may hold a spelling bee or you may personally select students you know are natural spellers. 

► We encourage you to use the Spelling Bee format in the classroom so the students are familiar with the rules which are as follows:

1. The Word Pronouncer will say the word (definitions of the word are given upon request)

2. The Contestant then must say the word, spell the word, and say the word again.
3. Judges will be present to rule on the Contestant’s spelling.
4. If a word is misspelled, the Contestant is disqualified.

5. When only two Contestants remain, if a word is misspelled, the remaining student must spell that word, as well as one more word, to be declared the winner.

► We will ask participating teachers to distribute and collect a Congratulatory Letter and Parental Consent Form for all the Bee participants and alternates.  PJWC Spelling Bee Committee provides the letters and forms.   All consent forms will need to be routed back to the PJWC Spelling Bee Committee by Wednesday, December 15, 2010.

► PJWC Spelling Bee Committee will provide teachers with the Spelling Bee Rules and a Practice Word List.  We ask that you please distribute this package to all participants and alternates.  (Please note, this list is truly a practice list, not the list of words to be used for the actual spelling bee.)
